PURPOSE/MECHANICS  

HB 354 creates a new section of KRS Chapter 527 which prevents a peace officer, person acting as a peace officer, or other public servant from confiscating a lawfully owned or lawfully carried firearm or ammunition during a disaster or emergency declared pursuant to KRS Chapter 39A, 39B, or any other statute.

FISCAL EXPLANATION/BILL PROVISIONS
ESTIMATED COST

The fiscal impact of HB 354 on local governments is expected to be minimal. Persons found guilty of unlawful confiscation of a firearm or ammunition as described in this Act will be guilty of a Class B felony. Local law enforcement will need additional training to comply with the measures of the bill. Local governments are also responsible for the cost of incarcerating individuals who are charged with a Class B felony until the time of conviction and final sentencing, at an average cost of approximately $31.68 per day, entirely at the local government's expense.

The number of cases constituting a crime under HB 354 is expected to be small, therefore, the costs borne by local governments would be minimal.
