 Amend KRS 216.530 to make the intentional notification of a long-term care facility of an a scheduled or contemplated inspection visit a Class D felony; subject any person that violates this provision to a civil fine $5,000 to be used to fund the long-term care ombudsman program.

Summary Impact -- Indicate affected service levels, workloads, staff and program areas (describe any coordination issues with other state/external agencies or groups): 

The amendment may have a small impact on the population of persons incarcerated or placed on supervision with Probation and Parole.  The scope of the bill is very specific to the persons who could be charged with a felony.

Any increase in the felony population in institutions or on Probation and Parole supervision will cost an increase in funding needed for supervision.  However the proposed legislation is not expected to have a large impact.
