PURPOSE/MECHANICS

HB 369 amends KRS 344.010 to define "gender identity" and "sexual orientation". It amends various sections of KRS Chapter 344 to prohibit discrimination based on sexual orientation and gender identity.

ESTIMATED COST

The fiscal impact of HB 369 on local government is expected to be minimal increase in expenses. Expenses could include those associated with making changes to personnel policies.
