On page 36, after line 14, by adding:

"SECTION 10.   A NEW SECTION OF SUBTITLE 17A OF KRS CHAPTER 304 IS CREATED TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

An insurer shall not impose a copayment or coinsurance amount charged to the insured for services rendered by a duly licensed chiropractor, optometrist, osteopath, or podiatrist that is greater than the copayment or coinsurance amount charged to the insured for the services of a primary care provider for the same or similar diagnosed condition even if different nomenclature is used to describe the condition or complaint. Notwithstanding this section, an insurer may offer one or more health benefit plans that contain deductibles, coinsurance, or copayments without any restriction or limitation on those deductibles, coinsurance, or copayments, or without any limits on the level of reimbursement for contracted health care providers or non-contracted health care providers.

SECTION 11.   A NEW SECTION OF SUBTITLE 17B OF KRS CHAPTER 304 IS CREATED TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

Health benefit plans provided under Kentucky Access shall not impose a copayment or coinsurance amount charged to the insured for services rendered by a duly licensed chiropractor, optometrist, osteopath, or podiatrist that is greater than the copayment or coinsurance amount charged to the insured for the services of a primary care provider for the same or similar diagnosed condition even if different nomenclature is used to describe the condition or complaint. Notwithstanding this section, an insurer may offer one or more health benefit plans that contain deductibles, coinsurance, or copayments without any restriction or limitation on those deductibles, coinsurance, or copayments, or without any limits on the level of reimbursement for contracted health care providers or non-contracted health care providers.
SECTION 12.   A NEW SECTION OF SUBTITLE 17C OF KRS CHAPTER 304 IS CREATED TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

An insurer shall not impose a copayment or coinsurance amount charged to the insured for services rendered by a duly licensed chiropractor, optometrist, osteopath, or podiatrist that is greater than the copayment or coinsurance amount charged to the insured for the services of a primary care provider for the same or similar diagnosed condition even if different nomenclature is used to describe the condition or complaint.
