PURPOSE/MECHANICS

HB 426 creates a new section of KRS Chapter 218A, relating to controlled substances, to create a registry of methamphetamine offenders. It requires the Justice Cabinet to maintain the registry and an associated public Web site. It requires each circuit clerk to forward methamphetamine judgments to the Justice Cabinet.

HB 426 requires the Justice Cabinet to publish a list of registrants every six months in each county as a legal notice in accordance with KRS Chapter 424. Further, it requires the Justice Cabinet to make administrative regulations requiring each registrant to maintain a current address with the cabinet, and establishes a criminal penalty for failure to maintain a current address.

FISCAL EXPLANATION/BILL PROVISIONS
ESTIMATED COST

The fiscal impact of HB 426 on local government should be a minimal increase in cost. The bill mandates that any registrant (person convicted of a methamphetamine related offense as specified) must inform the Justice Cabinet of his or her current residential address. Failure to comply with the Justice Cabinet's administrative regulations would result in a Class A misdemeanor. 

Local governments will also be responsible for incarcerating individuals charged with violating the provisions of HB 426. Individuals convicted of a Class A misdemeanor could be incarcerated in the local jail for up to one year, at an average cost of approximately $31.68 per day, entirely at the local government's expense.

The number of cases constituting a crime under HB 426 is expected to be small, therefore, the costs borne by local governments would be minimal.
