On page 4, line 3, after "in" by deleting the remainder of line 3 and inserting in lieu thereof "the judicial circuit"; and

On page 4, line 5, after "assignment" by deleting the remainder of line 5 and inserting in lieu thereof ", specifying the exact dollar amount of each prize payment or payments assigned, or any portion thereof, the dates of the payments being assigned, the name of the assignor as it appears on the lottery claim form or the full legal name of the assignor if different than the name as it appears on the lottery claim form, and the full legal name of the assignee to whom the assigned payments will be made, and directing the corporation to make the specified payments to the assignee, if"; and

On page 4, line 6, by deleting "make prize payments in whole or in part to the assignee, of"; and

On page 5, lines 1 and 2, after "6." by deleting the remainder of line 1, deleting all language in line 2 prior to the period, and inserting in lieu thereof "Has disclosed the existence or non-existence of a current spouse; and, if married, unless the court finds the assignor may make the assignment without the spouse's consent, the assignor has submitted to the court a signed and notarized statement wherein the spouse consents to the assignment"; and

On page 5, line 5, after "shall be" by deleting the remainder of line 5 and inserting in lieu thereof "delivered by certified mail, return receipt requested, to the corporation's registered agent at least fifteen (15) days"; and

On page 5, lines 10 to 20, after "(8)" by deleting the remainder of line 10, deleting lines 11 to 20 in their entirety, and inserting in lieu thereof "A voluntary assignment under subsection (6) of this section shall not include or cover payments or portions of payments that are, at the time of entry of the court order, subject to offset or withholding due to (a) a defaulted or delinquent child support obligation, or (b) a debt owed to a state agency, or (c) any attachments, garnishments, or executions authorized and issued pursuant to statute and served upon the process agent of the corporation as set forth in subsection (1) of this section unless appropriate provision is made in the court order to satisfy the obligation or obligations giving rise to the offset or withholding at the time of closing of the assignment transaction. Each court order shall provide that any delinquent child support obligation owed by the assignor as of the date of the court order and any debts owed to a state agency by the assignor as of the date of the court order shall be offset by the corporation first against remaining payments or portions thereof then due the assignor and then against payments due the assignee each year until paid in full."; and

On page 5, line 21, after "(9)" by inserting the following:  "A court order approving a voluntary assignment under subsection (6) of this section, together with any other order issued in connection with any one (1) prize drawn, shall not require the corporation to divide any single prize payment among more than three (3) different persons or entities."; and

On page 5, line 21, by inserting "(10)" before the words "The Commonwealth"; and

On page 5, line 23, after the period by inserting "It shall be the responsibility of the assignor  or the assignee to provide the corporation information necessary for the corporation to identify the parties to any assignment under subsection (6) of this section and to make the payments assigned."; and

On page 5, line 24, by changing "(10)" to "(11)"; and

On page 5, line 26, by deleting "assignments" and inserting in lieu thereof "processing each assignment"; and

On page 5, line 26, by deleting ", including the"; and

On page 5, line 27, by deleting line 27 in its entirety; and

On page 6, line 1, by deleting all language prior to the period; and

On page 6, line 3, after the period, by inserting "A court order approving an assignment under subsection (6) of this section shall direct the assignee to pay the fee to the corporation no later than ten (10) days after entry of the order."; and

On page 6, line 4, by changing "(11)" to "(12)"; and

On page 6, lines 5 and 6, by deleting "to the corporation not later than fifteen (15) days" and inserting in lieu thereof "by certified mail, return receipt requested, to the corporation's registered agent at least thirty (30) days"; and

On page 6, line 11, by changing "(12)" to "(13)"; and

On page 6, line 13, by changing "(13)" to "(14)".
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
