MEASURE'S PURPOSE:  

This bill creates the Kentucky Cardiovascular Disease Initiative (KCDI) whose goals are: reducing the prevalence of cardiovascular disease in Kentucky; reducing the incidence of deaths from cardiovascular disease; reducing the health care costs associated with cardiovascular disease; and conducting research and developing new intellectual property and ancillary health businesses that create new knowledge-based businesses in Kentucky. The KCDI shall be governed by a board of 27 appointed by various state agencies, colleges and universities, the Executive Branch, and local and private entities.

The board is directed to establish goals and business plans that include: outreach initiatives; early identification of at-risk populations; education; follow-up strategies; improved access to health care; research that creates new intellectual property; and commercialization to create new businesses.

PROVISION/MECHANICS:  

Creates a new section of KRS 211 

FISCAL EXPLANATION:  

The bill creates the Kentucky Cardiovascular Disease Initiative (KCDI) fund as a separate revolving fund.  The KCDI fund shall consist of funds appropriated by the General Assembly and any other proceeds from grants, contributions, or other sources.  The funds shall not lapse and shall be used to support the KCDI in accordance with sections of the Act.  Board members are to receive reimbursement for expenses related to attendance at meetings and official functions in accordance with state administrative regulations relating to travel reimbursement, but are not to be compensated for duties associated with the board.  These expenses should be minimal.
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
