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AN ACT relating to dementia training for employees of long-term care facilities and assisted living communities.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

SECTION 1.   A NEW SECTION OF KRS CHAPTER 216B IS CREATED TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

(1)
A long-term care facility as defined in KRS 216.535 shall provide the following training to staff in the care and handling of residents with dementia, including Alzheimer's disease or related disorders:

(a)
At least eight (8) hours of dementia care training shall be provided to all direct care staff within six (6) months of enactment of this section and thereafter within six (6) months of hire. This training shall include: 

1.
Fundamentals for effective dementia care, including person-centered care and facility policies related to dementia care and residents' rights;

2.
An overview of dementia, Alzheimer's disease, and related disorders;

3.
Problem solving for challenging behaviors;

4.
Communication skills;

5.
Personal care, including activities of daily living;

6.
Social and therapeutic activities;

7.
Specific care areas related to persons with dementia, including but not limited to food and fluid intake, pain management, and mobility; and

8.
Caregiver stress reduction, including but not limited to techniques for reducing stress and handling crisis while providing care;

(b)
Annual continuing education of at least five (5) hours related to dementia care, Alzheimer's disease, or other related disorders to all direct care staff;
(c)
At least four (4) hours of dementia care training shall be provided to administrators and all nondirect care staff who come into contact with residents with dementia within six (6) months of enactment of this section and thereafter within six (6) months of hire. This training shall include:

1.
Fundamentals for effective dementia care, including person-centered care and facility policies related to dementia care and residents' rights;

2.
An overview of dementia, Alzheimer's disease, and related disorders;

3.
Problem solving for challenging behaviors; and

4.
Communication skills; and

(d)
Annual continuing education of at least two (2) hours related to dementia care, including Alzheimer's disease or related disorders, shall be provided to administrators and all nondirect care staff.

(2)
All training and continuing education requirements provided in subsection (1) of this section and subsection (6) of Section 2 of this Act shall be approved by the Cabinet for Health and Family Services and the Cabinet for Health and Family Services shall provide a certificate of completion to all individuals who successfully complete the training and continuing education requirements.

Section 2.   KRS 194A.719 is amended to read as follows:

Assisted-living community staff and management shall receive orientation and in-service education on the following topics as applicable to the employee's assigned duties:

Client rights;

(2)
Community policies;

(3)
Adult first aid;

(4)
Cardiopulmonary resuscitation;

(5)
Adult abuse and neglect;

(6)
Alzheimer's disease and other types of dementia, including:

(a)
Fundamentals for effective dementia care, including person-centered care and facility policies related to dementia care and residents' rights;

(b)
An overview of dementia, Alzheimer's disease, and related disorders;

(c)
Problem solving for challenging behaviors;

(d)
Communication skills;

(e)
Personal care, including activities of daily living;

(f)
Social and therapeutic activities;

(g)
Annual continuing education of at least two (2) hours related to dementia care, Alzheimer's disease, or other related disorders;

(7)
Emergency procedures;

(8)
Aging process;

(9)
Assistance with activities of daily living and instrumental activities of daily living;

(10)
Particular needs or conditions if the assisted-living community markets itself as providing special programming, staffing, or training on behalf of clients with particular needs or conditions; and

(11)
Assistance with self-administration of medication.

Section 3.   The following KRS section is repealed:
