Repeal and reenact KRS 311.710 to detail legislative findings pertaining to the health and rights of women; repeal and reenact KRS 311.723 to prohibit voluntary abortions and establish a criminal penalty; amend and repeal various statutes to conform.

The proposed legislation would create a Class C felony for providing to, selling, or procuring medicine that will cause an abortion or performing an abortion.  A Class C felony would result in a sentence of at least five years but no more than ten years.
