On page 1, line 1, through page 5, line 27, by deleting the bill in its entirety and substituting the following in lieu thereof:

"Section 1.
The Legislative Research Commission is directed to conduct a study of the incidence of employed persons and their dependents participating in the state Medicaid program. The study shall examine, at a minimum, the following topics:


(1)
The breakdown of employment by public, private and non-profit status;

(2)
The breakdown of employment by full-time and part-time status;

(3)
Whether the recipient has more than one employer;

(4)
Whether the recipient or his dependents are eligible for coverage by Medicare;

(5)
Whether the recipient or his dependents were participating in the Medicaid program 
prior to the recipient's current employment; and

(6)
Whether the recipient or his dependents are eligible for health benefits offered by 
their employer.

Section 2.
In conducting research and preparing the report, input should be sought from the Cabinet for Health and Family Services. The report shall be finalized no later than October 1, 2007 and shall be presented to the Legislative Research Commission.

Section 3.
Provisions of this resolution to the contrary notwithstanding, the Legislative Research Commission shall have the authority to alternatively assign the issues identified herein to an interim join committee or subcommittee thereof, and to designate a study completion date.".
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
