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AN ACT relating to marriage licenses and declaring an emergency.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   KRS 402.105 is amended to read as follows:

(1)
Except as provided in subsection (2) of this section, a marriage license shall be valid for thirty (30) days, including the date it is issued, and after that time it shall be invalid.

(2)
A marriage license issued for the marriage of a man or a woman who is a member of the United States Armed Forces, including a member of a state National Guard or a Reserve component on any federal active duty, shall be valid for one hundred eighty (180) days, including the date it is issued, and after that time it shall be invalid.
Section 2.   Whereas the Global War on Terrorism has led to abrupt changes in the personal lives of many Kentucky members of the United States Armed Forces, an emergency is declared to exist, and this Act takes effect upon its passage and approval by the Governor or upon its otherwise becoming a law.
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
