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MEASURE'S PURPOSE:  

This measure requires shippers and receivers of coal to report shipment weights to the Department of Vehicle Enforcement; require Vehicle Enforcement to promulgate administrative regulations to establish recording and reporting methods; allow the department to inspect business records to enforce provisions of weight reporting requirements; only allow a citation for a violation of the weight provisions if the transporter is stopped by a law enforcement officer while in the process of transporting the coal, and to establish penalties for failure to comply.

PROVISION/MECHANICS:  

Create a new section of KRS Chapter 177 to require shippers and receivers of coal to report shipment weights to the Department of Vehicle Enforcement; require Vehicle Enforcement to promulgate administrative regulations to establish recording and reporting methods; allow the department to inspect business records to enforce provisions of weight reporting requirements; amend KRS 177.990 to only allow a citation for a violation of the weigh provisions if the transporter is stopped by a law enforcement officer while in the process of transporting the coal, and to amend KRS 177.990 to provide penalties

FISCAL EXPLANATION:  

The provisions of this measure would require the establishment of a reporting system to allow the Department of Motor Vehicle Enforcement to record the shipment weight data transmitted by shippers and receivers of coal.  

West Virginia implemented a similar system and the cost they incurred was approximately $525,000.  This includes equipment costs of approximately $150,000 and programming and software development costs of approximately $375,000.  

It is estimated that 4 additional personnel positions would be required at a cost of $150,000.  Two positions would be required to process and monitor the information and two positions would be required for investigation and enforcement efforts.  One time start up costs total $125,000.

Total cost would be $800,000 in the first year and $125,000 in the next year.
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
