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AN ACT relating to rescue chambers.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

SECTION 1.   A NEW SECTION OF KRS CHAPTER 352 IS CREATED TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

(1)
The Commissioner or an authorized representative of the Commissioner may prescribe in any coal mine that rescue chambers, properly sealed and ventilated, be erected at suitable locations in the mine to which persons may go in case of an emergency for protection against hazards.

(2)
The chambers shall be properly equipped with first aid materials, an adequate supply of air and self-contained breathing equipment, an independent communication system to the surface, proper accommodations for the persons while awaiting rescue, and other equipment as the Commissioner may require.

(3)
A plan for the erection, maintenance, and revisions of the chambers and the training of the miners in their proper use shall be submitted by the operator to the Commissioner for his or her approval.
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
