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AN ACT relating to a health insured's right to obtain his or her liability for a current procedural terminology code from the insured.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

SECTION 1.   A NEW SECTION OF SUBTITLE 17A OF KRS CHAPTER 304 IS CREATED TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

Upon receipt of a written request from an insured, an insurer issuing a health benefit plan under this subtitle shall make a good faith effort to provide the insured with information on estimated potential costs for a specified procedure or service within fourteen (14) business days. The insurer may require the insured to provide detailed information regarding the procedure or service to be performed, including the procedure or service code number provided by the health care provider and the health care provider's estimated charge. An insurer that provides an estimate shall not be bound by the estimate and shall not be held responsible for any costs that are incurred outside of the estimate provided. An insurer may fulfill the requirements of this section by making estimated cost information available on its Web site.
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
