PURPOSE/MECHANICS

HB 585 SCS creates a new section of KRS 311.250 to 311.379 to establish that anytime informed consent is required in an individual private setting, informed consent is only valid when a face-to-face meeting occurs with both parties in the same room. The measure also requires pregnant women receiving an abortion to certify on the day of the abortion that the required meeting took place.

FISCAL EXPLANATION/BILL PROVISIONS
ESTIMATED COST

The fiscal impact of HB 585 SCS on local governments is expected to be minimal. Persons found in violation of the measure will be guilty of a Class A misdemeanor. Local governments will be responsible for incarcerating individuals charged with violating the provisions of HB 585 SCS. Individuals convicted of a Class A misdemeanor could be incarcerated in the local jail for up to one year, at an average cost of approximately $31.68 per day, entirely at the local government's expense. 

The number of cases constituting a crime under HB 585 SCS is expected to be small, therefore, the costs borne by local governments would be minimal.
