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AN ACT relating to coroners.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

SECTION 1.   A NEW SECTION OF KRS CHAPTER 72 IS CREATED TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

(1)
Every coroner or other official performing a coroner's functions shall report to the Office of Vital Statistics the death of a human being that occurred in the county when the death appears to be the result of the presence of drugs or poisons in the body, as determined by a laboratory examination or by a post-mortem examination pursuant to KRS 72.025.

The report shall:

(a)
Include the circumstances of the death, if known;

(b)
Include demographic information about the decedent; but shall not include the name of the decedent; and

(c)
Be sent to the Office of Vital Statistics on or before the tenth day of each month following the completion of the post-mortem examination or laboratory examination.

(3)
The form of the report and the required demographic information shall be created by administrative regulations promulgated pursuant to KRS Chapter 13A by the Department for Public Health in consultation with the Kentucky Coroners' Association.
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
