On page 1, line 4, before "The General Assembly" insert "(1)".

On page 1, line 4, after "Assembly" delete "may" and insert lieu thereof "shall".

On page 1, line 5, after "gaming" delete "at designated venues, provided that at no time the number of casinos exceeds nine (9)." and insert in lieu thereof "and shall provide for the operation of casino gaming at:

(a)
The eight racetracks as defined by the General Assembly that are operated by associations, or their successors, who were licensed by law as of January 1, 2005, to conduct thoroughbred or standardbred horse racing meetings and to conduct pari-mutuel wagering thereon; and

(b)
Three additional locations designated by the General Assembly, except that no location for the operation of casino gaming authorized by this subsection shall be located within fifty miles of a location authorized by subsection (1)(a) of this section which lies south of the Ohio River.

(2)
In authorizing the operation of casino gaming, the General Assembly shall, by general or special law:

(a)
Establish and regulate the form and method of casino gaming that may be operated, which shall include but are not limited to poker, other games utilizing playing cards, keno, line-up, blackjack, craps, roulette, slot machines, video lottery terminals, and any other game or electronic game of chance or skill authorized by the General Assembly. Nothing in this section shall be construed to prohibit the offering of games authorized as part of the state lottery pursuant to Section 226 of this Constitution;

(b)
Establish and regulate the location of and conditions relating to the operation of casino gaming;

(c)
Vest authority in an agency of the Commonwealth to be responsible for the regulation of casino gaming;

(d)
Adopt such other measures as the General Assembly deems necessary to ensure the proper functions, financial accountability, honesty, and integrity of casino gaming.

(3)
In authorizing the operation of casino gaming under this section, the General Assembly shall appropriate any funds allocated and paid to the Commonwealth for the following public purposes:

(a)
For new or enhanced expenditures for education, including preschool, kindergarten, elementary and secondary, and post-secondary education;

(b)
For new or enhanced expenditures for healthcare;

(c)
For new or enhanced expenditures for community development and local governments; and

(d)
After funds are appropriated under (a), (b), or (c) of this subsection, for additional public purposes."
On page 2, line 9, after "KRS 118.415." insert the following language: "The question to be submitted to the voters on the ballot shall read as follows: "Are you in favor of an amendment to the Kentucky Constitution that will require the General Assembly to provide for regulated casino gaming at eight racetracks operated by licensed horse racing associations and three additional locations and will provide that any appropriated funds are to be used for education, healthcare, community development, local governments and other public purposes?"." 
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
