On page 1, at lines 4 to 6, by deleting all language therein, and by inserting the following new language in lieu thereof:

"(1)
The General Assembly may by general law authorize the operation of casino gaming in the Commonwealth.

(2)
The total number of casinos that may be authorized by the General Assembly shall be limited to a ratio not to exceed one casino for every five hundred thousand persons in the state as determined by the most recent federal decennial census enumeration.

(3)
In authorizing the operation of casinos, the General Assembly shall:

(a)
Provide for limited casinos as defined by the General Assembly on the premises of the racetracks that are operated by associations or their successors licensed by law as of January 1, 2005, to conduct thoroughbred or standardbred horse racing meetings and to conduct pari-mutuel wagering thereon; 

(b)
Establish and regulate the form and method of casino gaming that may be operated by casinos and limited casinos;

(c)
Vest authority in an agency of the Commonwealth to be responsible for the regulation of casino gaming;

(d)
Establish the process and the criteria by which casinos are licensed;

(e)
Permit the entities described in paragraph (a) of this subsection to be eligible for casino licenses; and

(f)
Adopt such other measures as the General Assembly deems necessary to ensure the proper functioning, financial accountability, honesty, and integrity of casino gaming."; and

On page 2, line 9, after "KRS 118.415." by adding the following:

"The question to be submitted to the voters on the ballot shall read as follows: "Are you in favor of an amendment to the Kentucky Constitution that will permit the General Assembly to authorize casino gaming at a number of casinos not to exceed a ratio of one casino for every 500,000 persons in the state, provide for limited casinos on the premises of existing associations having licensed thoroughbred or standardbred horse racing tracks and permit those associations to be eligible for casino licenses, regulate the forms of and licensing of casino gaming, vest authority in an agency of state government to regulate casino gaming, and adopt other measures to ensure the proper functioning of casinos?"."
