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AN ACT designating the Homeplace on Green River, Inc. as the official museum of Kentucky agriculture.

WHEREAS, in this modern age of mobility and global community, society is quickly losing its sense of history, family, community, and security; and

WHEREAS, conserving and protecting the legacy of rural American culture and local history is vital to preserving the history of the Commonwealth and the United States; and

WHEREAS, our nation was built on a strong rural economy and continues to be sustained by that economy; and

WHEREAS, the Homeplace on Green River was established to educate and inform the public about the history of farming, to further the sustainability of agriculture and natural resources through education and conservation, and to generate economic opportunity through agritourism; and 

WHEREAS, the Homeplace on Green River is a product of a regional bipartisan effort along with federal support; and 

WHEREAS, the Homeplace on Green River not only has exhibits on modern farming and culture from settlement times throughout the generations, but also connects to a significant Civil War battlefield and nature reserve, enhancing tourism potential for central Kentucky; and

WHEREAS, the Homeplace on Green River is a place to learn hands-on lessons of history as well as to experience farm life, past, present, and future;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

SECTION 1.   A NEW SECTION OF KRS CHAPTER 2 IS CREATED TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

The Homeplace on Green River, Inc. is designated as the official museum of Kentucky agriculture.
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
