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AN ACT relating to criminal background investigations.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

SECTION 1.   A NEW SECTION OF KRS 17.110 TO 17.180 IS CREATED TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

As used in this section, "youth athletics program" means any organized amateur athletics program in which minors participate.
(2)
No youth athletics program shall employ or accept as a volunteer, in a position that involves supervisory or disciplinary power over a minor, or direct contact with a minor, any person who is a violent offender or has been convicted of a sex crime as those terms are defined by KRS 17.165.
(3)
A youth athletics program shall require a criminal record check for each person who has a position that involves supervisory or disciplinary power over a minor or direct contact with a minor.
(4)
Each application form, provided by the youth athletics program to the applicant or volunteer described in subsection (3) of this section, shall conspicuously state the following: "FOR THIS TYPE OF EMPLOYMENT OR VOLUNTEER WORK, STATE LAW REQUIRES A CRIMINAL RECORD CHECK."
(5)
Any request for records under subsection (3) of this section shall be on a form approved by the Justice Cabinet or the Administrative Office of the Courts, and the cabinet may charge a fee to be paid by the applicant in an amount no greater than the actual cost of processing the request.
(6)
The provisions of this section shall not apply to the employees or volunteers of other athletics programs for which there is a specific provision in the Kentucky Revised Statutes relating to criminal background checks.
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
