MEASURE'S PURPOSE:  This provision clarifies the definition of a Commercial Mobile Radio Service (CMRS) provider to include both facilities-based resellers and nonfacilities-based resellers.  It also expands the number of board members from eight (8) to nine (9), while identifying the Office for Security Coordination with the responsibilities of providing administrative staff services for the board.  This bill amends KRS 65.7629 and directs the CMRS Board to develop guidelines for improving the efficiency of 911 services, and to provide grants for the establishment or improvement of the 911 emergency telecommunications systems across Kentucky.  Includes a measure for distributing fund balances in excess of $2,000,000 according to KRS 65.7629 (3) and (4).  Includes another measure redistributes the allocation of the .70 cents surcharge and closes a loophole by requiring "prepaid" wireless phone services to pay the surcharge as well.  The redistribution of the allocation of funds provides for additional funding for PSAPs and the awarding of grants, with a goal of improving the efficiency and infrastructure of the 911 systems in Kentucky.

PROVISION/MECHANICS:    Section 5 of this provision redistributes the .70 cents surcharge and allows for ten percent (10%) of the monthly revenues to provide direct grants.  Increases the amount provided to Public Safety Answering Point (PSAP) from fifty percent (50%) to eighty percent (80%) by increasing the amount distributed back to CMRS providers to forty percent (40%) going to the PSAPs and forty percent (40%) going to the providers.

FISCAL EXPLANATION:  This provision closes a "loophole" that allows "prepaid" wireless phone services to not remit the surcharge.  According to the agency, the potential fiscal impact will be approximately $1,200,000 additional revenue to the fund.  The amount allocated by the agency for grants is indeterminable at this time.
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
