PURPOSE/MECHANICS

HB 667 would require County Clerks to issue a "Kentucky General Assembly" special license plate to retired former members of the General Assembly with 20 cumulative years of service who apply for the plate. Applicants for the special license plate would pay to the County Clerk a $40 initial fee ($3 of which goes to the County Clerk for administrative expenses) and thereafter a $20 renewal fee ($5 of which goes to the County Clerk for administrative expenses). The Transportation Cabinet would be required to create an individualized special license plate for any applying retired former member, since the plate would bear the chamber and district number of the former member plus a designation indicating the plate belongs to a retired former member of the General Assembly. 

FISCAL EXPLANATION/BILL PROVISIONS
ESTIMATED COST

The fiscal impact of HB 667 on local governments would likely be nil to minimal. A County Clerk issuing a special license plate to a retired former member of the Kentucky General Assembly plate would receive a $3 fee for the initial plate and a $5 fee for the renewal of the plate. The fee is provided to offset any administrative expenses incurred by the County Clerk in processing the application and issuing the plate.

In practice, a "Kentucky General Assembly" special license plate is made individually by the Transportation Cabinet for any current member of the General Assembly who applies for a plate. The procedure entails a request by the General Assembly member to the County Clerk, who in turn orders the special license plate from the Transportation Cabinet. When the plate is made, it is sent to the County Clerk, who notifies the member of the General Assembly that the plate is available for pickup. The member brings in his regular license plate and pays a $40 initial fee ($3 of which goes to the County Clerk), and thereafter a $20 renewal fee ($5 of which goes to the County Clerk), for the specialized license plate. Under HB 667, it would appear that this procedure would also apply to securing a special license plate by retired former members of the General Assembly. The $3 initial fee and $5 renewal fee collected by the County Clerk for administrative expenses would remain the same for the new special license plate. It is not known as to whether these fees would be considered adequate to cover these administrative expenses.
