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SUBJECT/TITLE
An ACT relating to students with a specific learning disability.

SPONSOR

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MEASURE'S PURPOSE:  

The measure adds perceptual disabilities, brain injury, minimal brain dysfunction, dyslexia, and developmental aphasia to the definition of "specific learning disability."

PROVISION/MECHANICS:  

Amends KRS 157.200 to add perceptual disabilities, brain injury, minimal brain dysfunction, dyslexia, and developmental aphasia to the definition of "specific learning disabilities" within the statute.

FISCAL EXPLANATION:  

The added conditions are currently considered as specific learning disabilities in regulation 707KAR 1:280 and as a result are a part of the funding model for exceptional children. Therefore, the measure has no fiscal impact on current funding or expenditures.
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
