PURPOSE/MECHANICS

HB 696 allows two additional categories of veterans to be exempt from paying any fees when applying for and renewing the special license plate for disabled veterans. The additional categories are: (1) 70% service-connected disabled veterans; and (2) total service-connected disabled veterans. County Clerks currently receive a $3 fee for issuance of SLPs to the two categories of veterans.

HB 696 also allows any person eligible for the disabled veterans special license plate to have the option of receiving, without payment of any fees, "any registration plate" for which the person is eligible when registering a vehicle as required by KRS 186.050(1) or (3)(a). Personalized license plates are excluded from the fee exemption.

FISCAL EXPLANATION/BILL PROVISIONS
ESTIMATED COST

The fiscal impact of HB 696 on local governments will likely be minimal to moderate depending upon the total number of eligible disabled veterans who choose to receive without charge any registration plate for which they are eligible.

Under HB 696, a particular County Clerk of the county where the eligible disabled veteran applicant is applying would be required to issue an unknown number of initial and renewal special license plates or other registration plates without receiving any fee for administrative activities required by the process.

The total number of disabled veterans eligible to apply for a special license plate (SLP) under the measure is not known. However, the following statewide data is available for prior issuance of SLP's to disabled veterans:

The number of disabled veterans eligible for the disabled veterans special license plate and who would elect to receive, without payment of any fees, "any registration plate" for which the person is eligible when registering a vehicle is not known, thus, the amount of revenue which would be lost to County Clerks is not known. County Clerks in small (population) counties would likely loose very little income; county clerks in large (population) counties would likely experience a moderate reduction in income.
