AN ACT relating to the sale of alcoholic beverages at state parks.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

SECTION 1.   A NEW SECTION OF KRS CHAPTER 242 IS CREATED TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

(1)
For purposes of this section:

(a)
"Qualifying state recreational park" means a state recreational park where a nine (9) or eighteen (18) hole golf course is located;
(b)
"State recreational park" means a state park that does not have a full-service lodge and dining room and that designates a portion of its premises for recreational activities, including but not limited to water sports, golf, hiking, and tennis; and
(c)
"State resort park" means a state park that has a full-service lodge and dining room and may include a nine (9) or eighteen (18) hole golf course.

(2)
To promote economic development and tourism at a state resort park or qualifying state recreational park, alcoholic beverages may be sold by the drink if the respective state resort park or qualifying state recreational park is located in a county or city in which the provisions of KRS 242.220 to 242.430 are not in effect. The state resort park's premises or the qualifying state recreational park's premises shall include all property and facilities at the respective state park that are located in the particular county or city in which prohibition is not in effect.

(3)
If a state resort park or qualifying state recreational park is located in a county or city in which KRS 242.220 to 242.430 is in effect, a local option election for the limited sale of alcoholic beverages at the state resort park or the qualifying state recreational park may be held in the precinct containing the state resort park or the qualifying state recreational park, notwithstanding any other provisions of the Kentucky Revised Statutes to the contrary.

(4)
A local option election for the limited sale of alcoholic beverages held under subsection (3) of this section shall be conducted in the same manner specified in KRS 242.020 to 242.120, except that the form of the proposition to be voted upon shall be "Are you in favor of the sale of alcoholic beverages by the drink at (name of state resort park or name of the qualifying state recreational park) in the (name of precinct)?".

(5)
Upon approval of the proposition in subsection (4) of this section, the Office of Alcoholic Beverage Control may issue a license to the state resort park or the qualifying state recreational park for the sale of alcoholic beverages by the drink as provided in KRS 243.030 and 243.040. Voter approval of the proposition set out in subsection (4) of this section shall permit the sale of alcoholic beverages by the drink only on the state resort park's or the qualifying state recreational park's premises, whichever is applicable, that is located in the precinct that is the subject of the vote.

(6)
If a state park contains a nine (9) or eighteen (18) hole golf course that is located in a precinct, other than a precinct named in a proposition under subsection (4) of this section, and the precinct where the golf course is located is in dry territory, a separate election may be held to take the sense of the people of the precinct on whether alcoholic beverages may be sold at the golf course, notwithstanding any other provisions of the Kentucky Revised Statutes to the contrary.

(7)
An election held under subsection (6) of this section shall be conducted in the same manner specified in KRS 242.020 to 242.120, except that the form of the proposition shall be "Are you in favor of the sale of alcoholic beverages by the drink at (name of golf course) in the (name of precinct)?"

(8)
Upon the approval of the proposition in subsection (7) of this section, the Office of Alcoholic Beverage Control may issue a license to the golf course for the sale of alcoholic beverages by the drink as provided in KRS 243.030 and 243.040.

(9)
No alcoholic beverage license issued under this section shall be issued to any facility or premises in the respective precinct other than the named state resort park, qualifying state recreational park, or golf course set out in the approved proposition, whichever is applicable.

(10)
Alcoholic beverages sold pursuant to a license issued under the authority of subsection (5) or (7) of this section shall be limited to consumption on that part of the state resort park's, qualifying state recreational park's, or golf course's premises that is located in the named precinct in the approved proposition.

(11)
Nothing in this section shall require an election held under subsections (6) and (7) of this section to be held on the same day as an election held under subsections (3) and (4) of this section; however, the election held under subsections (3) and (4) shall precede or be held concurrently with the election authorized under subsections (6) and (7) of this section.
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
