MEASURE'S PURPOSE: This measure would establish a real time electronic reporting system for all Medicaid and Medicare Part D prescriptions and create an electronic barcode scanning system for every prescription medication. 

PROVISION/MECHANICS:  

FISCAL EXPLANATION: The Cabinet estimates that the cost of system development would be $1,056,000 with an annual maintenance and support cost of $407,000. There would also be an annual data collection cost but it is unclear if that would be a cost to the state or to the vendors. A mix of General, Federal and Agency funds would be utilized if required.
