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AN ACT relating to homeowner's insurance.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

SECTION 1.   A NEW SECTION OF SUBTITLE 20 OF KRS CHAPTER 304 IS CREATED TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

For purposes of this section, "homeowner's policy" means an insurance policy normally written by the insurer as a standard homeowner's package policy, as a standard residential renter's package policy, or as a homeowner's multiple peril policy.

(2)
No insurer shall refuse to issue or renew a homeowner's policy based upon a breed of dog owned by the applicant or insured.

(3)
An insurer may consider a breed of dog owned by an applicant or insured when setting rates for a homeowner's policy if the rate charged is supported by actuarial data regarding the risk of loss posed by the particular breed.

(4)
An insurer shall offer a rate discount to any applicant or insured who owns a breed of dog for which the insurer charges a higher rate pursuant to subsection (3) of this section if the applicant or insured provides documentation that the dog has passed the test for the American Kennel Club Canine Good Citizen certification. The amount of the discount shall be the lesser of the following:

(a)
The amount of the rate increase resulting from ownership of the dog pursuant to subsection (3) of this section; or

(b)
Ten percent (10%) of the total rate that would be charged for the policy pursuant to subsection (3) of this section.

(5)
Nothing in this section shall limit the ability of an insurer to refuse to issue or renew a homeowner's policy, or to charge rates, based upon the history of an individual dog.
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
