Text of Legislation:  

Amend KRS 119.205 to require that persons who knowingly pay others to transport others to transport voters to the polls make the payments by check; provide that a first offense shall be a Class B misdemeanor, and a second or subsequent offense shall be a Class D felony.

Summary Impact -- Indicate affected service levels, workloads, staff and program areas (describe any coordination issues with other state/external agencies or groups): 

Violation of the amended legislation would result in a Class D felony for a second and subsequent offense for  payments for transporting voters to the polls.  This could result in an increased number of persons placed on Probation or incarcerated as part of the Class D felony program in local jails.

Any increase in the number of persons incarcerated or placed on Probation will result in an increase in the amount of funding needed to maintain proper supervision and incarceration.
