PURPOSE/MECHANICS  

HB 748 establishes a "certified jailer" and "certified jail administrator". The measure also sets forth the duties of a noncertified jailer.

FISCAL EXPLANATION/BILL PROVISIONS
ESTIMATED COST

The fiscal impact of HB 748 on local governments is expected to be minimal. The measure requires local jails to be operated by either a certified jailer or a certified jail administrator, each of whom are to be certified by examination by the State Board of Jail Personnel Standards. Each county attorney is required to post a notice in the court house two weeks before the certification examination is to be administered. This may result in some minimal administrative expense for local governments. The measure fixes the compensation for noncertified jailers at $2,400 per year, however, those counties employing a noncertified jailer must appoint a certified jail administrator to act as chief operating officer of the county's jail or detention center. It is possible that a local government could employ both a noncertified jailer and a certified jail administrator, resulting in additional personnel cost.
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
