Text of Legislation:  

  Repeal and reenact KRS 311.723 to prohibit voluntary abortions and establish a criminal penalty; amend and repeal various statutes to conform; establish a delayed effective date, when states are recognized by the United States Supreme Court to have the authority to regulate or prohibit abortion at all stages of pregnancy.

Summary Impact -- Indicate affected service levels, workloads, staff and program areas (describe any coordination issues with other state/external agencies or groups): 

Violation of section 1 of the proposed legislation would result in a Class C felony which is punishable by a sentence of 5 to 10 years of incarceration for performing an abortion.  

Fiscal Impact -- Also include increased/decreased administrative cost and whether new fund sources would be required (identify fund sources, and GOPM staff person consulted): 
It is not known how many persons would conduct abortions in violation of the proposed legislation, however any increase in the number of persons sentences under the legislation would result in an increased number of persons incarcerated thus raising the overall prison population.  Additional funds would be needed to ensure the continued supervision of those incarcerated.
