On page 7, after line 12, by inserting the following:

"SECTION 4.   A NEW SECTION OF KRS CHAPTER 205 IS CREATED TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

(1)
Every employee of the Cabinet for Health and Family Services and of any regional managed care partnership or other entity under contract with the cabinet for the administration or provision of the Medicaid program shall notify each person applying for or renewing Medicaid benefits of the availability of a living will directive form.
(2)
Notification of the availability of living will directive forms may be verbal for those applications accepted in person and may be written where requested.
(3)
A living will directive form shall be provided to any person upon request at no charge if the form is obtained in person, and shall be mailed at no cost to Medicaid applicants and participants who request a mailed copy of the form. Where the Medicaid applicant or participant files the living will directive, the Medicaid program shall pay the cost of filing a completed form in the office of the county clerk.

(4)
The employee or agent shall notify each person receiving a living will directive form that:

(a)
Completion of the form is completely voluntary;
(b)
Completion of the form will have no effect upon the person's Medicaid eligibility;
(c)
A completed form may be recorded as a permanent record in the office of the county clerk; and

(d)
The Medicaid program will pay the cost of filing a completed form in the office of the county clerk for participants in the Medicaid program.
(5)
The Legislative Research Commission shall prepare and distribute living will directive forms which meet the requirements of KRS 311.625 to the Cabinet for Health and Family Services and any regional managed care partnership or other entity under contract with the cabinet for the administration or provision of the Medicaid program for distribution as provided by this section.

(6)
The offices of the Cabinet for Health and Family Services, its agencies, and any regional managed care partnership or other entity under contract with the cabinet for the administration or provision of the Medicaid program where Medicaid applications are accepted from applicants shall prominently display in a public area of their offices a sign stating the following: “A living will directive form may be obtained at this office upon request. Forms are prepared by the Kentucky Legislative Research Commission."".
