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A CONCURRENT RESOLUTION urging the Congress of the United States to enact legislation to criminalize the disruption of military and other types of funerals and memorial services on federal property.

WHEREAS, certain despicable individuals have been disrupting the funerals and memorial services of soldiers who died while serving in the United States Armed Forces; and

WHEREAS, these disruptions have taken such forms as shouting insults at the parents of the fallen; and

WHEREAS, the military dead and their families deserve respect and compassion; and

WHEREAS, all mourners should be left in peace; and

WHEREAS, there is widespread support in the Kentucky General Assembly for 2006 Regular Session General Assembly bills, House Bill 333 and Senate Bill 93, to criminalize the disruption of military and other types of funerals and memorial services; and

WHEREAS these bills do not apply to crimes committed on federal property in Kentucky;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the House of Representatives of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky, the Senate concurring therein:

Section 1.   The Congress of the United States is urged to enact legislation to criminalize the disruption of military and other types of funerals and memorial services on federal property.

Section 2.   The Clerk of the House of Representatives is directed to send copies of this Concurrent Resolution, and House Bill 333 and Senate Bill 93 of the 2006 Regular Session to each member of the Kentucky delegation to the Congress of the United States and a copy to the Clerk of the United States Senate and to the Clerk of the United States House of Representatives.
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
