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A CONCURRENT RESOLUTION urging representatives of Louisville Metro Government, the Jefferson County delegation to the Kentucky General Assembly, the Louisville Metro Air Pollution Control District, the Ford Motor Company, Inc., the United Auto Workers, Greater Louisville Inc., and the Secretary of the Kentucky Economic Development Cabinet to evaluate the impact of the Strategic Toxic Air Reduction Program on activities at Ford's Louisville Assembly and Kentucky Truck Plants.

WHEREAS, the Louisville Metro Air Pollution Control District (LMAPCD) is the agency of government charged with the responsibility of enforcing air quality standards in Louisville Metro; and

WHEREAS, LMAPCD has adopted the Strategic Toxic Air Reduction (STAR) Program as a comprehensive air pollution control plan for the protection and improvement of Louisville Metro air quality; and

WHEREAS, the STAR Program is the regulatory mechanism by which LMAPCD regulates industrial emissions of air toxics in Louisville Metro; and

WHEREAS, the Ford Motor Company's Louisville Assembly Plant and Kentucky Truck Plant are significant employers in Louisville Metro, and activities at those assembly plants facilitate additional economic development in Louisville Metro and surrounding localities through the provision of jobs and operation of ancillary business establishments; and

WHEREAS, the STAR Program is projected to have an economic impact on Louisville Metro, including, but not limited to, potential plant closings, staff reductions, and production cutbacks, and the Ford Motor Company assembly plants located in Louisville Metro may suffer these potential negative impacts;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the House of Representatives of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky, the Senate concurring therein:

Section 1.   The General Assembly urges the following individuals, entities, and their representatives to participate in a comprehensive evaluation of the manner in which the STAR Program will specifically impact operations at Ford Motor Company's Louisville Assembly Plant and Kentucky Truck Plant:

Section 2.
