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A CONCURRENT RESOLUTION requesting the Legislative Research Commission to direct the Interim Joint Committee on Education to study the amount of time teachers are required to participate in noninstructional assignments or duties.

WHEREAS, the job of a teacher involves more than providing direct instruction to students; and

WHEREAS, a teacher is often, with little or no compensation, required to attend staff or faculty meetings, participate on school committees, attend professional trainings or activities, participate in parent-teacher conferences or meetings, sponsor extracurricular clubs or organizations, coach extracurricular teams, supervise students before and after school, supervise school-sponsored events, and complete various noninstructional duties; and 

WHEREAS, the work of a teacher sometimes extends beyond the regular work day;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the House of Representatives of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky, the Senate concurring therein:

Section 1.   The Interim Joint Committee on Education is directed to study the time teachers are required to participate in noninstructional assignments or duties. The study shall include, but not be limited to determining the length of work days; time devoted to instruction; and the time devoted to noninstructional activities during the six (6) hour instructional day, during the required normal work day, and outside the normal work day.

Section 2.   Staff shall consult with the following organizations to obtain input on the issue to be studied:

The Kentucky Department of Education;

The Kentucky Education Association;

The Kentucky Association of School Councils;

The Kentucky Association of School Principals;

(5)
The Kentucky Association of School Administrators;

The Kentucky Association of School Superintendents; and

Other organizations as deemed appropriate.

Section 3.   The study shall be completed by November 15, 2006, with a written report, including findings and policy options, presented to the Legislative Research Commission by December 1, 2006.

Section 4.   Provisions of this resolution contrary notwithstanding, the Commission shall have the authority to alternatively assign the issues herein to an interim joint committee or subcommittee thereof, and to designate a study completion date.
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
