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A CONCURRENT RESOLUTION urging the Congress of the United States to provide for the security of the land, air, and sea borders of the United States against illegal immigration.

WHEREAS, the massive flow of people across the borders of the United States can serve as a conduit for illegal immigrants, drugs, terrorists, weapons of mass destruction, contraband, and other unlawful commodities; and

WHEREAS, the Census Bureau estimates that 8 to 10 million illegal immigrants are inhabiting the United States, and it is estimated that there will be a net increase of 500,000 illegal immigrants annually; and

WHEREAS, the costs of illegal immigration in terms of government expenditures for education, criminal justice, and medical care for illegal immigrants are significant; and

WHEREAS, many illegal immigrants who have served prison time for felonies including murder, rape, drug smuggling, and armed robberies are roaming the streets of the United States; and

WHEREAS, on September 11, 2001, the unprecedented terrorist attacks on America's Homeland claimed 3,000 innocent lives and inflicted unbearable trauma and suffering on our nation; and

WHEREAS many of the terrorists responsible for the September 11 attacks entered this country despite carrying fraudulent visas and being questioned by customs agents and remained in this country in violation of immigration laws with the sole purpose of inflicting immeasurable damage to our government, our economy, and our people; and

WHEREAS, the national safety and security, as well as the very principles upon which this nation was founded are being threatened by dangerous, costly, and abusive actions resulting from illegal entries into the United States; and 

WHEREAS, the land, air, and sea borders of the United States must provide a strong defense for the American people against all external threats;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the House of Representatives of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky, the Senate concurring therein:

Section 1.   The Congress of the United States is urged to enact legislation needed to stiffen penalties for illegal entry into the United States and for aiding and abetting illegal entry into the United States.

Section 2.   The Congress of the United States is urged to appropriate sufficient moneys for technological and manpower improvements necessary to secure the borders of the United States from illegal entry, particularly at locations where there is no legal border crossing.

Section 3.   The Congress of the United States is urged to conduct strict and continuing supervision over the security of the borders of the United States, the functioning of the Department of Homeland Security, the Armed Forces of the United States, and other federal, state, and local agencies in the continuing fight against illegal entry and terrorism, specifically relating to the prevention of illegal entry of persons, drugs, weapons, explosives, and weapons of mass destruction.

Section 4.   The Clerk of the House of Representatives is directed to send copies of this Concurrent Resolution to each member of the Kentucky delegation to the Congress of the United  States and a copy to the Clerk of the United States Senate and to the Clerk of the United States House of Representatives.
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
