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A RESOLUTION urging the Federal Motor Carrier Safety Administration not to restrict out-of-state CDL students from training in Kentucky.

WHEREAS, trucking serves as a barometer of the U.S. economy because it represents nearly 70 percent of tonnage carried by all modes of domestic freight transportation, including manufactured and retail goods; and

WHEREAS, because of this industry's importance, the need for skilled and highly trained commercial vehicle operators is constant; and

WHEREAS, Kentucky is fortunate to have a large number of top quality commercial driving schools, which prepare thousands of men and women annually to safely operate these large trucks on the nation's highways in a safe and responsible manner; and

WHEREAS, Kentucky, due to its centralized geographical location, has been able to effectively serve as a training option for residents of other states who live close to its borders; and

WHEREAS, the Federal Motor Carrier Safety Administration is considering limiting CDL schools to accept only residents of that state; and

WHEREAS, because CDL standards are set at the federal level, changing the current system to ban training out-of-state students would fix a problem that does not exist;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the House of Representatives of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The members of this body urge the Federal Motor Carrier Safety Administration not to adopt any changes to residency requirements that would impair the ability of CDL students from other states to attend school in Kentucky.

Section 2.
