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A RESOLUTION honoring Kentucky's farmers for providing us with the most affordable food in the world, and recognizing February 2, 2006, as Food Checkout Day.

WHEREAS, the average American spends only 10% of their disposable income on food, the lowest rate in the world; and

WHEREAS, when applied to calendar days, the average American earns enough income to pay for their annual food supply in just 33 days, which will commemorate on February 2, 2006; and

WHEREAS, by comparison, the average American works until April 11 of each year just to pay for their annual taxes; and

WHEREAS, because our farmers provide us with low-cost food, we have more money to spend on other things, which boosts our whole economy and our quality of life; and

WHEREAS, because of these things, we should honor our farmers for providing us with the most affordable food in the world;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the House of Representatives of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   Kentucky's farmers shall be honored for providing us with the most affordable food in the world, and February 2, 2006, shall be recognized as Food Checkout Day.
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
