WHEREAS, Paul A. Rader has served as the 15th president of Asbury College since 2000; and

Rader guided Asbury to receive a two million dollar grant from the Lilly Endowment for a five year campus-wide program called "Transformations Project: exploring vocation for ministry, service and life," and a major private gift that funds the Asbury Initiative for Student Leadership Internships; and

WHEREAS, Paul A. Rader proudly served as General of The Salvation Army at its headquarters in London, England before he became president of Asbury College;
