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A RESOLUTION urging the Transportation Cabinet and the Federal Aviation Administration to keep Paintsville/Prestonsburg Combs Airport open at its current classification.

WHEREAS, the Combs Airport has served the cities of Prestonsburg and Paintsville for over 40 years since its establishment in 1964; and

WHEREAS, the Combs Airport has been a vital tool for the economic development and transportation needs in that section of the Big Sandy Valley; and

WHEREAS, small public use airports such as Combs Airport have been touted by the Kentucky Department of Aviation as where the future of aviation lies through such services as very light jet (VLJ) taxi service; and

WHEREAS, recent state decisions have resulted in an order to close Combs Airport; and

WHEREAS, the Combs Airport can and must continue to be an important part of the communities of Paintsville and Prestonsburg;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the House of Representatives of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The Kentucky Transportation Cabinet and the Federal Aviation Administration are encouraged to reconsider recent decisions regarding the Combs Airport and keep the facility open at its current level of service and classification.
