WHEREAS, Edwin "Eddie" Paul Coop was very proud of helping to name Harold Austin's bluegrass band when he suggested the band be called The First National Grass, and with collaboration the final name of the band became The First National Bluegrass; and

WHEREAS, Edwin "Eddie" Paul Coop was passionate about politics, serving as a Republican Clinton County Election Commissioner, and he previously served as a Clinton County Republican Party Chairman; and

WHEREAS, Edwin "Eddie" Paul Coop was the loving and devoted husband of Bonnie Lou Coop; and

WHEREAS, Edwin "Eddie" Paul Coop was the beloved father of Joseph Paul Coop and Aimee Janay Barrickman; and

WHEREAS, Edwin "Eddie" Paul Coop was the proud and loving grandfather of three grandchildren and the step-grandfather of two step-grandchildren; and
