With deepest respect and admiration, we pay homage and tribute to Brigadier General Elmus S. Ussery, and we pause in silent reverence for his soul.

WHEREAS, Brigadier General Elmus S. Ussery, known to all as "General", was born on October 4, 1927, a native of Fort Worth, Texas and a longtime resident of Louisville, Kentucky, and traversed these earthly bounds on February 11, 2006; and

WHEREAS, General Ussery was proud of his 37 year distinguished and honored military career and of his long-term and successful civilian career in development, building, and real estate; and

WHEREAS, General Ussery retired from the United States Army and Reserve as a Brigadier General at the Pentagon where he served as Deputy Chief of the Army Reserve; and

WHEREAS, General Ussery was drafted into the Korean War and later commissioned a 2nd Lieutenant at Fort Knox, Kentucky in 1952; and

WHEREAS, General Ussery received the Legion of Merit award from the Army and the Kentucky Distinguished Services Medal for services in the Kentucky Commission on Military Affairs; and

WHEREAS, General Ussery served as the Civilian Aide for the Secretary of the Army; as past president of the National Reserve Officers Association (ROA) Army Section in Washington, D.C., as well as president of the local and state ROA; and as past president of The Retired Officers Association, Military Officers of World Wars, and the Armed Forces Committee; and

WHEREAS, General Ussery was the president of the Ussery Corporation and Ussery Real Estate; and

WHEREAS, General Ussery successfully built nearly 1,000 homes and developed 22 subdivisions during his career as a builder and developer; and

WHEREAS, General Ussery served as president of the local Home Builders Association, the State Association, and he was senior life director of the National Association; and

WHEREAS, General Ussery was a three time recipient of the prestigious Builder of the Year Award, that has recently been renamed in his honor, and he received the 2005 Realtor of the Year Award and the John Carpenter Award from the Louisville Board of Realtors, an organization for which he served as president; and

WHEREAS, General Ussery was a graduate of the University of Texas and he also served as an Adjunct Professor at the University of Kentucky, Jefferson County Campus; and

WHEREAS, General Ussery was a member of Christ Church Methodist and a proud lifetime member of the Salvation Army, where he served two past terms as its president; and

WHEREAS, General Ussery was the devoted and loving husband for 44 years to Mona Catherine "M.C." Ussery; and

WHEREAS, General Ussery was the beloved father of Katherine "Kaki" Ussery and W. Kent Ussery; and

WHEREAS, the passing of Brigadier General Elmus S. Ussery has left a void that cannot be filled, and he is mourned across the length and breadth of the Commonwealth;

NOW, THEREFORE,
