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A RESOLUTION honoring C. Michael Davenport for Exemplary Economic Development Work in Franklin County, Kentucky.

WHEREAS, C. Michael Davenport is one of Frankfort's leading professional developers; and

WHEREAS, Davenport's reputation for excellence reflects his personal commitment to providing high quality services, including his residential developments, office condominiums, an industrial building, and a professional office park which includes a state of the art technology center and a preschool facility for handicapped children, while providing economic development opportunities for Franklin County residents; and

WHEREAS the national publication, Builder/Architect Magazine, described Davenport as a Renaissance Builder and a civic leader who also provided high quality developments which brought jobs and economic opportunities to his community; and

WHEREAS, Davenport's commitment to his community has been recognized at the national and state level, including in 1995 when President William J. Clinton selected Davenport as one of 35 delegates to the White House Conference on Small Business, as well as in 1996 when the Kentucky Industrial Development Council recognized Davenport as the Volunteer of the Year; and

WHEREAS, Davenport has contributed his time, his leadership skills, and his talents statewide and nationally, including his 1994 participation in Leadership Kentucky and his years of service on the National Association of Home Builders Board of Directors; and

WHEREAS, C. Michael Davenport has achieved all these economic development accomplishments without state economic development incentives and has relied on his own innovation, talents, and entrepreneurial skills; and

WHEREAS, Davenport's economic development successes, which have grown from his own resourcefulness and ingenuity, rather than from reliance on incentives and governmental funding, exemplify the types of accomplishments which Kentucky's leaders, including our state economic development officials, should recognize, promote and showcase;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the House of Representatives of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:
