WHEREAS, George Weidner was born on February 17, 1919, a native of Ohio and a resident of Edgewood, Kentucky, and traversed these earthly bounds on February 19, 2006; and

WHEREAS, George Weidner was the proud owner and operator of Weidner Kitchens in Erlanger, Kentucky; and

WHEREAS, George Weidner served as police judge of Summit Hills Heights, Kentucky and was the first elected mayor of Edgewood, Kentucky, after that city merged with Summit Hills Heights, Kentucky and Pius Heights, Kentucky in the 1960's; and

WHEREAS, George Weidner was actively involved in democratic politics as a manager of a number of state and local campaigns, as Kenton County Democratic Chairman, as a delegate to the Democratic National Convention, and as a candidate for state senator; and

WHEREAS, George Weidner was a former president of the Northern Kentucky Area Planning Council, a former chairman of the Kenton County Library Board, a director of the Kenton County Boys' Club, and a trustee of Saint Elizabeth Medical Center; and

WHEREAS, George Weidner was a devout Roman Catholic, a faithful founding member of Saint Pius X Catholic Church, president of the Thomas Moore College Association and the Knights of Madonna at Villa Madonna Academy, a past master of the Knights of Columbus in Erlanger, and a passionate advocate for Catholic education; and

WHEREAS, George Weidner was the devoted and loving husband for 61 years to Betty Collett Weidner; and

WHEREAS, George Weidner was the beloved father of Barbara Hedges, Jane Ehrman, Virginia Sandfoss, Mary Ann Weidner, Tina Klare, and Chuck Weidner; and

WHEREAS, George Weidner was the proud and loving grandfather of 16 grandchildren and the great-grandfather of two great-grandchildren; and

WHEREAS, the passing of George Weidner has left a void that cannot be filled, and he is mourned across the length and breadth of the Commonwealth;

NOW, THEREFORE,
