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A RESOLUTION honoring and commending Joseph M. Alsip on the celebration of his 100th birthday, March 13, 2006.

WHEREAS, Joseph M. Alsip was born on March 13, 1906, near Corbin, Whitley County, Kentucky and he is now a proud resident of Frankfort, Kentucky; and

WHEREAS, Joseph M. Alsip married Velma Hill in 1932 and they were married for 55 years until her death in 1987; and

WHEREAS, Joseph M. Alsip and Velma Hill had one son, Allan F. Alsip of Frankfort, Kentucky; and

WHEREAS, Joseph M. Alsip had a long and distinguished career in education; and

WHEREAS, Joseph M. Alsip graduated from Berea Normal School at the age of 18, Cumberland Junior College in 1931, Eastern Kentucky State Teachers College in 1934 with a A.B. degree, and the University of Kentucky in 1949 with a master's degree in school administration; and

WHEREAS, Joseph M. Alsip taught in Whitley County one-room schools at Bobtown and Corinth, along with teaching at Barton and the coal mining camp of Gatliff; and

WHEREAS, Joseph M. Alsip served as principal at the Packard Independent School and the Woodbine School; and he served terms as superintendent of the Williamsburg City Schools and the London City Schools; and he also was an adjunct professor of education at Cumberland College and Union College; and

WHEREAS, Joseph M. Alsip joined the Kentucky Department of Education in 1956 as an auditor in the Bureau of Administration and Finance; and he became the Director of the Division of Finance in 1962, the position from which he retired in 1974, and he was responsible for administering the Minimum Foundations Program; and

WHEREAS, Joseph M. Alsip is a past president of the Upper Cumberland Education Association, the Williamsburg Rotary Club, and the London Kiwanis Club; and

WHEREAS, Joseph M. Alsip is a former member of Phi Delta Kappa, the American Association of School Administrators, the American Association of School Business Officials, the Kentucky Education Association, and the National Education Association, and he is a lifetime member of the Kentucky PTA; and

WHEREAS, Joseph M. Alsip was honored in 1974 with the Centennial Award for Excellence in Teaching from Eastern Kentucky University, was paid a tribute after his retirement in the Congressional Record for his outstanding career and his devotion to the field of education, and was inducted into the Williamsburg High School Alumni Association Hall of Fame in 2001 for his outstanding service to the school during his tenure as superintendent; and

WHEREAS, Joseph M. Alsip always had a deep affection for this country's true national pastime, baseball, and he proudly played for many teams over the years, including Berea Normal School, Cumberland Junior College, for coal camps, and for Packard of the Eastern Kentucky-Tennessee League; and

WHEREAS, Joseph M. Alsip is a faithful and devout longtime member of the Christian Church and he served on the boards of the Woodbine Christian Church, the London Kentucky Christian Church, and the Woodland Christian Church in Lexington, Kentucky and he now is an active member of the First Christian Church, Disciples of Christ, in Frankfort, Kentucky;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the House of Representatives of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The House of Representatives honors and commends Joseph M. Alsip for the unique accomplishment of reaching the wonderful age of 100.
