With deepest respect and admiration, we pay homage and tribute to Nell B. Gibson and we pause in silent reverence for her soul.

WHEREAS, Nell B. Gibson was a long-time resident of the Commonwealth of Kentucky, and was born in Pickett County, Tennessee; and

WHEREAS, Nell B. Gibson attended Pickett County High School, wherein she served as her graduating class treasurer and played on the Pickett County High School Lady Bobcats basketball team, both activities being the kernels of interest that would develop over her lifetime into active support of civic organizations and ardent support for the Clinton County High School sports teams, as well as her own high school sports teams; and

WHEREAS, Nell B. Gibson and her husband, A.B. Gibson, began their careers in the newspaper business in the early 1940's, leasing the New Era newspaper business for six years; and

WHEREAS, Nell B. Gibson and A.B. Gibson began a few years later to run Gibson Printing Company; and

WHEREAS, in 1949, Nell B. Gibson and A.B. Gibson began publishing the Clinton County News; and six years later they purchased the New Era and consolidated the two newspapers into the Clinton County News, wherein Nell B. Gibson continued to work until the late 1990's; and

WHEREAS, it is well-recognized that the independent newspaper industry is one of the guardians of freedom and democracy not only in this country, but throughout the world; and

WHEREAS, Nell B. Gibson served the public not only in the capacity of her proprietorship of the Clinton County News, but by her service to her community realized by her membership and active participation in the Albany Younger Women's Club, the Albany Women's Club, and many other civic organizations; and

WHEREAS, Nell B. Gibson was an active member of the Albany First Christian Church, teaching Sunday School, serving as treasurer, and holding several other offices; and

WHEREAS, Nell B. Gibson was the loving and beloved wife of A.B. Gibson; and

WHEREAS, Nell B. Gibson was the loving and beloved mother of Alan Bertram Gibson; the loving and beloved mother-in-law of Janie U. Gibson; and the loving and beloved grandmother of Alan Brett Gibson and Joseph Jackson Gibson; and

WHEREAS, Nell B. Gibson was the loving and beloved sister of Doris Elder; and

WHEREAS, Nell B. Gibson departed this Earth on March 3, 2006;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the House of Representatives of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The House of Representatives does hereby express its most heartfelt sorrow and extends its sincerest condolences to the family and friends of Nell B. Gibson on the occasion of her passing.
