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A RESOLUTION honoring the St. Xavier High School Swim Team upon winning the 2006 KHSAA Boy's Swimming and Diving Championship.

WHEREAS, St. Xavier High School is a noted power in Kentucky high school athletics, having won a championship in every boy's sport sanctioned by the Kentucky High School Athletic Association; and

WHEREAS, the one sport where St. Xavier High School has been most dominant is swimming and diving, having won an incredible 17 consecutive state championships through 2005; and

WHEREAS, On February 17 and 18, 2006, at the Lancaster Aquatic Center at the University of Kentucky, the Tiger Sharks added to their predecessors' legacy of success and achievement by capturing the school's 18th consecutive state championship, defeating runner-up Louisville DuPont Manual by a score of 366.5-221; and

WHEREAS, the Tiger Sharks were a deep and talented team, led by Clark Burckle, who set a state record in his victory in the 100 Breaststroke, and also won the 200 Individual Medley, and was named the Outstanding Male Competitor of the Meet; and

WHEREAS, the other individual event winner for the Tiger Sharks was Frazier Miller, who won the 100 Butterfly, and took second place in the 100 Backstroke; and

WHEREAS, it was in the relays that St. X showed its true dominance and separated itself from the field, posting wins in all three, the 200 Medley and the 200 and 400 Freestyles, with the 200 Medley relay team of Frazier Miller, Clark Burckle, Jimmy Kaufman, and Talmage Hocker setting a state record in their victory; and

WHEREAS, St. X head coach Marty O'Toole summed up his squad's personality in the midst of the school's historic dominance of the sport when he said, "Each year is a new one and this team is particularly unified. Each boy had his own particular event but they all came together as a team"; and

WHEREAS, the efforts of 2005-2006 St. X swimming team in continuing the school's tradition of dominance in the sport should be recognized and applauded;
