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A RESOLUTION adjourning the House of Representatives in honor of Elizabeth J. "Beth" Jurek upon her retirement as Deputy State Budget Director following many years of dedicated service to the people of the Commonwealth.

WHEREAS, Elizabeth J. "Beth" Jurek, a graduate of Franklin County High School, Eastern Kentucky University, and the University of Louisville, began her career in July, 1974, as a social service worker in Franklin County, providing services to families, children, and adults. Upon completion of her Master's Degree in social work, Beth returned to state government as a trainer and consultant in early childhood development and day care programming, and in 1978, she joined the Office of Certificate of Need where she assisted in developing the state health plan; and

WHEREAS, through the years, Beth's expertise and strong work ethic led to positions in which she supervised and mentored young employees, and in 1989, she became chief budget officer for the Cabinet for Human Resources, supervising preparation of the agency's biennial budget request and assisting with the implementation of the enacted budget in cabinet departments and divisions. In 1996, Beth moved to the Office of the Attorney General to supervise the victim's advocacy division, but nine months later, she was recruited by State Budget Director Jim Ramsey to lead the team that focuses on human resources policy and budget issues. Four years later, Beth was promoted to her current position of Deputy State Budget Director, where she has advised the governor, staff, and members of the General Assembly on policy and budget matters; and

WHEREAS, Beth Jurek, while obviously a stellar professional and learned authority on budgetary matters, sees more to numbers than just the bottom line. Even as she speaks fluently of numbers, dollars, and programs, her heart sees little children, the aged, and those in need. Beth has devoted her career to attending to the needs of her fellow Kentuckians, and after more than 30 years of service to her Commonwealth, she now looks forward to spending time enjoying private life;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the House of Representatives of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The House of Representatives salutes Elizabeth J. "Beth" Jurek upon her retirement from state government, and wishes her many happy and healthy years ahead.
