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A RESOLUTION adjourning the House of Representatives in loving memory and honor of Horace Smart "Bud" Beattie.

WHEREAS, Horace Smart "Bud" Beattie departed this life in September, 1993, after a career that changed the nature of office work in America and around the world. 

The members of this august body pause in silent reverence for his soul; and

WHEREAS, Horace Smart Beattie was a dedicated and multifaceted man, devoted to his family, his community, and his craft; and

WHEREAS, Horace Smart Beattie began his career with International Business Machines Corporation in 1933; and

WHEREAS, Horace Smart Beattie invented the high-speed, single element printer that became standard in data-processing applications in 1946; and

WHEREAS, Horace Smart Beattie became head of IBM's electric typewriter division in Lexington in 1957; and

WHEREAS, Horace Smart Beattie oversaw the release of the IBM Selectric typewriter in 1961; and

WHEREAS, by 1986 over 13 million IBM Selectric typewriters had been sold; and

WHEREAS, Horace Smart Beattie's work "...changed the office landscape forever."; and

WHEREAS, Horace Smart Beattie was held to be "The engineer's engineer"; and

WHEREAS, Horace Smart Beattie not only worked in the field of typewriters, but helped 39 patents in his name alone; and

WHEREAS, Horace Smart Beattie was honored not only by his corporation, but by his peers, having received the American Society of Mechanical Engineers Medallion in 1971, by having been elected to the National Academy of Engineering in 1972, and by receiving the American Society of Manufacturing Engineers International Honor Award; and

WHEREAS, Horace Smart Beattie was a man devoted also to furthering education, serving on the board of directors of the University of Kentucky Research Foundation and on the advisory council of the University of Kentucky College of Engineering; and

WHEREAS, Horace Smart Beattie was a man devoted also to his community, as a member of the Keeneland Club and the Thoroughbred Club of America; and 

WHEREAS, the loss of Horace Smart Beattie left heavy the hearts of his family, his friends, and his entire community;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the House of Representatives of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The members of the House of Representatives hereby express their sincere condolences upon the loss of Horace Smart "Bud" Beattie and honor his memory and profound influence upon the course of world's economy and governments.
