WHEREAS, this incredible lady, who attributes her energy and ability to work to "staying busy," has been a shining example of humility, dedication, and service to her family, church, and community;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the House of Representatives of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:
