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A RESOLUTION supporting Kentucky's bid for the FutureGen project.

WHEREAS, on February 27, 2003, President George W. Bush announced that the United States would sponsor a one billion dollar, ten-year demonstration project, known as FutureGen, to create the world's first coal-based, "zero-emissions" electricity and hydrogen power plant; and

WHEREAS, the FutureGen project is being conducted by a partnership of the United States Department of Energy and the FutureGen Industrial Alliance, a nonprofit international consortium; and

WHEREAS, the FutureGen Industrial Alliance will conduct the site selection process; and

WHEREAS, Kentucky has excellent site characteristics and research capabilities relating to the FutureGen project and also offers an excellent business climate; and

WHEREAS, the FutureGen project, if sited in Kentucky, will establish Kentucky as the leader in advanced clean coal technologies and will create new markets for Kentucky coal and increase employment and research opportunities in Kentucky;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the House of Representatives of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   This body offers its continuing support to the efforts of the Office of Energy Policy and other state agencies to have Kentucky selected as the site of the FutureGen project.

Section 2.
